culture (CSA) program! Kol Tikvah is working with the

McGrath Family Farm in Camarillo to deliver fresh off the
farm certified organic produce to our synagogue. This is a
great way to meet new people, do something great for
the environment, help the community, and provide your
family with healthy food. The cost is $40 a week for a full
box of the freshest produce. Boxes can be split between
two families for $20 a week per family. Each family will
pay for the full spring season up front. You will also re-
ceive a monthly newsletter with recipes and information
about the fruits, vegetables, flowers, and herbs in your
box. Some of the spring produce you may expect to see
would be, strawberries, lemons, herbs, peas, heads of
lettuce, broccoli, beets, carrots, and more. A box of pro-
duce can easily feed a family of four and cycles run in
