For many people, the most daunting
dish for Passover is dessert, since
you canob6t wuse any
dessert that has been a huge hit
since | began making it, my Choco-
late Caramel Matzo Crunch. | usually
make it in a double batch because it
just seems to disappear. For some-
thing a little lighter, here is a sponge
cake that is very easy to make,
comes out light and very flavorful,
and is delicious just by itself, or with
fresh fruit and whipped cream.

CHOCOLATE CARAMEL MATZO
CRUNCH

4 - 6 unsalted matzo

1 cup unsalted butter, or margarine
1-1/2 cups brown sugar, firmly
packed

1-1/4 cups chocolate chips

Sliced almonds and/or shredded co-
conut (optional)

Preheat oven to 375°F. Line a large
(or two smaller) cookie sheets com-
pletely with foil. Cover the bottom of
the sheet with baking parchment on

top of the foil. This is very important
since the mixture becomes sticky dur-
ing baking.

Liné tRetbbttom of thefchoRie shedt ©
evenly with the matzo, cutting extra
pieces, as required, to fit any spaces.
In a 3-quart, heavy-bottomed sauce-
pan, combine the butter or margarine
and the brown sugar. Cook over me-
dium heat, stirring constantly, until the
mixture comes to a boil, about 2 to 4
minutes. Boil for 3 minutes, stirring
constantly. Remove from the heat
and pour over the matzo, covering
completely.

Place the baking sheet in the oven
and immediately reduce the heat to
350°F. Bake for 15 minutes, checking
every few minutes to make sure the
mixture is not burning. If it seems to
be browning too quickly, remove the
pan from the oven, lower the heat to
325°F, and replace the pan.

Remove from the oven and sprinkle
immediately with the chopped choco-
late or chips. Let stand for 5 minutes,
then spread the melted chocolate

over the matzo. Sprinkle with sliced
almonds and/or coconut, if desired.
Chill, still in the pan, until set. Break
'hh%pieces apart into irregular shapes.

PASSOVER SPONGE CAKE

9 eggs -- separated

11/2 cups sugar

1 lemon, juice and rind
1/2 teaspoon salt

1/4 cup potato starch

1/2 cup matzo cake meal

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Sift
together potato starch, cake meal and
salt. Sift three times.

Beat egg whites with 1/2 cup sugar
until it forms stiff peaks. Set aside.

Beat egg yolks with 1 cup sugar until
thick and pale yellow. Add lemon
juice and rind and beat well. Add
sifted ingredients in thirds, beating
well after each addition. Fold in egg
whites.

Bake in ungreased tube pan for 1
hour. Invert pan immediately and
cool. Remove from pan.
